	☐	Artmaking materials: coloured paint, watercolour paints, cotton buds, dried leaves or cut outs, brushes, paper palettes, scissors, glue, clean water, wipes, paper towels and art paper.
	Enough for all students

	☐	Printmaking tools including cut up pieces of cardboard, leaves, feathers, cotton balls, sponges and other recycled materials, water, paper towels/wipes.

	☐	Matting boards, coloured board for borders
