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Outcomes being assessed
A student:
DA5-COM-01 creates a movement vocabulary that communicates an idea and intent in response to different contexts
DA5-COM-02 creates movements using the elements of dance and structures movement to communicate a specific idea and intent

Students will independently create a dance film of 2 to 3 minutes in length for a class dance film festival. Each student will be assessed on their composition, filming and editing.
Students may also choose to submit their work to the CApture Film Festival.
Students who intend to enter the CApture Film Festival must ensure their film meets the specific entry guidelines, including the festival stimulus which changes annually.
Task process
Step 1 – movement development
Students will initially work in pairs or groups to generate movement based on one stimulus selected from the list below:
not entirely human
in the absence
built to break
patterns in space
ebb and flow.
In their pairs or groups, students will:
develop a clear intent informed by the selected stimulus
explore and generate movement for one dancer as a starting point.
Once this collaborative exploration is complete, students will transition to working independently.
Step 2 – dance film creation
Students will individually:
explore the elements of dance, motif(s) and phrases to communicate a clear intent
refine their composition by applying feedback
create a storyboard to plan their dance film and support the communication of their intent.
Each student will then teach their solo composition to another dancer in the class, who will be the featured dancer in their final film.
Step 3 – filming and editing
Each student will be assessed on their choreography, filming and editing.
In the final dance film, the assessed student is behind the camera, and their partner performs the student’s choreography on screen. For example:
Student A choreographs the movement and films Student B performing it.
Student B choreographs the movement and films Student A performing it.
Students will individually:
film the dancer performing their choreography using a range of camera angles and shot types to support their intent
structure and edit their dance film to effectively communicate their intent.
Submission guidelines
On the day of the assessment, students will:
present their final edited dance film as part of the class dance film festival
[bookmark: _Toc168050427]verbally explain their intent, movement and filming and editing choices after the viewing of the film (approximately 3 minutes).
[bookmark: _Toc188452454]Formative check-in opportunities
Opportunity 1 – students write and submit a half to one page proposal outlining their dance film. The proposal should include:
a working title
intent
location(s)
film techniques
accompaniment
use of the elements of dance.
It may be presented as a written document, verbal proposal or multimodal medium.
Opportunity 2 – students will demonstrate movement to their teacher as an opportunity to reflect on their use of the elements of dance, motif(s), structure of phrases and how clear they are in communicating their intent. Students will share their completed activities in the student resource booklet to support this check-in.
Opportunity 3 – students submit their storyboard to their teacher, which should outline their camera shots, angles, camera movements and framing to communicate their intent.
