Task description
This task is designed to assess your understanding of the Artworld concepts (artist, artwork, audience and world) in 2 ways. 
Part A provides you with an opportunity to explore your role as an artist to make an artwork or series of artworks based on a site investigation that represents a point of view about the built environment.
Part B provides you with an opportunity to demonstrate your understanding of the role of artists in representing ideas and intentions to audiences. You will do this by creating an extended response that analyses how artists explore and represent aspects of the built environment in their artworks.
The in-class activities that lead up to this assessment task have been designed to teach you the knowledge, understanding and skills necessary to complete this task.
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Part A – art making response 
You will create an artwork or series of artworks, based on a site investigation, that represents a point of view about the built environment.
Before creating your own artwork, you will:
conduct a site investigation of a built environment to gather a variety of source material
explore the materials, ideas and techniques of a variety of artists
experiment with ideas and art making processes in your visual arts diary.
You will have regular opportunities to reflect, refine and adapt ideas and techniques as a foundation for communicating your own ideas through an artwork or series of artworks. 
This response is an opportunity for you to demonstrate your role as an artist to select, develop and refine techniques and ideas to make an artwork or series of artworks that:
uses the subject matter of a specific site (artist–world relationship)
adapts ideas and techniques from the artists you have studied (artist–artwork–world–relationship)
communicates an idea about your experience of the world for an audience (artwork–artist– world–audience relationship)
The process is just as important as the finished artwork.
Make sure you document your ideas, experiments and reflections in your Visual Arts diary. This will show your teacher the intentions, choices and actions you have worked through on the way to developing your own material and conceptual practice to communicate your ideas through an artwork.


Part B – art critical and historical extended response
This response is an opportunity for you to demonstrate your understanding of the role of an artwork and its relationships to the artist, world and audience. 
Identify the key features in each work that represent the artist’s experiences and ideas about their world.
Interpret artist-world relationships in each artwork using the structural and contemporary viewpoints.
You will receive information about the artist, their artworks, world and audience to support your understanding. Use this information and your ideas from steps 1 and 2 to respond to the following prompt.
Analyse how artists explore and represent aspects of the built environment in their artworks.
To support you to demonstrate your knowledge, skills and understanding you will be provided with:
images and citations for artworks
information about each artist’s practice
a range of scaffolded activities to interpret each artwork
writing scaffolds to help you construct an extended response.
