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[bookmark: _Toc119423076]Assessment
Critical Thinking is a department approved elective course and is not eligible for credentialing on the Record of School Achievement (RoSA).
The scheduling of assessment activities and the weightings applied should reflect the school's organisation of the course. Students should be given the opportunity to demonstrate their maximum level of achievement relative to the general performance descriptors.
Where activities or tasks are scheduled throughout a course, greater weight for grading purposes should generally be given to those activities or tasks undertaken towards the end of the course.
[bookmark: _Toc119423077]General performance descriptors
Schools may choose to use general performance descriptors to describe performance at each of 5 grade levels.
Table 1 – general performance descriptors 
	Grade
	Performance descriptors

	A
	The student has an extensive knowledge and understanding of the content and can readily apply this knowledge. In addition, the student has achieved a very high level of competence in the processes and skills and can apply these skills to new situations.

	B
	The student has a thorough knowledge and understanding of the content and a high level of competence in the processes and skills. In addition, the student is able to apply this knowledge and these skills to most situations.

	C
	The student has a sound knowledge and understanding of the main areas of content and has achieved an adequate level of competence in the processes and skills.

	D
	The student has a basic knowledge and understanding of the content and has achieved a limited level of competence in the processes and skills.

	E
	The student has an elementary knowledge and understanding in few areas of the content and has achieved very limited competence in some of the processes and skills.


[bookmark: _Toc119423078]When reporting to parents on student achievement, schools will use either the 5-point achievement scale or the plain English achievement scale as identified in the Curriculum policy standards.
Modes of assessment
The 4 assessment modes recognise the range of information that teachers use in making on-balanced judgements of student learning. They support conversations within schools on how assessment can be used to make on-balance professional judgements to monitor student learning and identify next steps.

Useful assessment strategies
In developing and selecting activities for the purpose of assessing and reporting, teachers will use a range of different approaches.
[bookmark: _Toc119423080]Research tasks, investigations and projects
Group or independent research tasks can be used to investigate issues and processes. This may take the form of a web-based research assignment or the development of a portfolio/report.
When used for assessment purposes, students can be assessed on their ability to:
work collaboratively
gather and organise relevant data and information
interpret and analyse data and information
develop solutions
communicate ideas, findings or conclusions.
[bookmark: _Toc119423081]Presentations
Prepared and impromptu oral presentations, group presentations, visual presentations and digital recordings (video or audio) may be used as part of assessment activities. 
When used for assessment purposes, students can be assessed on their ability to:
participate in scenarios
communicate information effectively using oral and visual forms.
Debates
Planning and conducting debates using a variety of formats (for example, Socratic) can encourage teamwork and develop communication skills. Students may also view and discuss debates to examine issues from a range of perspectives.
When used for assessment purposes, students could be assessed on their ability to:
analyse arguments
logically explain evidence to justify claims
explain significant implications and consequences.
[bookmark: _Toc119423082]Peer assessment
Critical Thinking requires the active involvement of students in the learning process. Opportunities exist for individual and collaborative work. Activities involving peer assessment might include evaluating the contributions of individuals to a group task and reflecting on peer presentations. Peer assessment may be informal or structured, using assessment rubrics.
[bookmark: _Toc119423083]Self-assessment
Critical Thinking requires students to become self-directed learners. Opportunities exist for students to reflect on their progress towards the achievement of the course outcomes. This reflection provides the basis for improving their learning. Developing self-assessment skills is an ongoing process that becomes increasingly more sophisticated and self-initiated as students progress.

Critical thinking is a form of purposeful thinking that emphasises evidence and reasoning. In today’s world, where information is readily available, critical thinking is becoming more important than remembering and recalling facts. Society values critical thinking because it is an interdisciplinary and transferable skill. It means that no matter what path or profession is pursued, critical thinking skills will always be relevant and useful.
Critical thinking skills include the ability to deconstruct, analyse, synthesise and reconstruct ideas while emphasising evidence and reasoning. Those skills are part of every toolkit for success in educational and professional arenas.
The Critical Thinking course emphasises the fundamental attributes of critical thinkers and gives students a wide range of opportunities to transfer these skills across multiple disciplines. The course structure encourages students to think about thinking and transcend factual learning.
The core units introduce students to the key features of critical thinking, including how critical thinking is distinguished from other models of thinking. Students will learn about the process of argumentation and apply it to evaluate claims. Students will also gain practical research skills to collect information from various sources and evaluate their credibility.
A choice from the available options engages students in various areas of interest to reinforce the skills learnt from the core units. In addition, the options allow students and teachers to delve deeper into specific scenarios of interest. They will be guided to ask probing questions to strengthen their critical thinking skills and challenge their perceptions of the world around them.
After completing the Critical Thinking elective, students will be able to apply critical thinking processes to analyse the strength and validity of information and claims. Those skills are valuable for learning in Stage 6. Critical and creative thinking is a general capability in most Stage 6 courses. By applying their critical thinking skills, students will deepen their understanding of content and skills across many disciplines.

The course aims to engage and encourage students to develop their critical thinking skills and recognise the key aspects of a critical thinking mind. They will develop the essential skills to evaluate the vast and diverse amount of information they encounter in their daily lives. This will help them face future challenges in a continually evolving world.
