Many schools will have their own assessment schedule templates. The layout of this document is intended to support faculty communication, professional learning and collaborative planning which should be completed for each stage and course. The document is also designed to support schools to meet the requirements outlined in the ACE Rules.

This includes rules about what assessment-related information schools are required to provide students at the beginning of the course.
ACE Rule 2.1.2 HSC school-based assessment outlines requirements that schools must follow regarding the development of a school-based assessment program for Year 12. This includes rules about what assessment-related information schools are required to provide students at the beginning of the course.
When completed, this sample has been designed as a tool that can be distributed to students.

	Assessment overview
	Extended response and reflection
Students compose a persuasive, discursive, or imaginative text (700 to 800 words) and a reflection upon how their use of language features, text structures and stylistic choices shape ideas and convey perspectives in their own writing (600 to 700 words).
	Multimodal presentation
Students explore their own interpretations of the text, basing their judgements on evidence drawn from their research and reading. They consider the context of the text’s composition and reception, investigate the perspectives of others, and explore the ideas in the text, to communicate their own personal perspectives.
	Examination
This will consist of 2 parts:
Part A – critical study of literature (5%)
Part B – Narratives that shape our world (30%)
Students complete an extended response for both sections of the examination. The question for ‘Narratives that shape our world’ will require students to analyse the ways narratives and oral histories shape individual and communal perceptions and representations, as well as how narratives are shaped by the perspectives and values of both authors and readers.

Sample assessment program
NESA’s sample Year 12 formal school-based assessment program for English Advanced is:
4 assessment tasks, including:
a task assessing The craft of writing with a weighting of 20% to 30%
a formal written examination
a weighting of any individual task of 10% to 40%.
Some students with disability may require adjustments in order to access assessment opportunities and demonstrate achievement of outcomes.
The craft of writing
Assessment of this focus area provides students with the opportunity to:
demonstrate their knowledge, understanding and skills in creative writing for a range of contexts, purposes and audiences
write in forms other than an analytical or critical response to literature.
This focus area may be assessed in a variety of ways, such as on more than one short piece of writing and through a range of modes. A portfolio of work is not required for this task.

	Assessment overview
	Analytical assessed in class under timed conditions
Students will craft an extended response within a ‘test of limited scope’ (40 minutes plus 5 minutes reading time) that explores how texts provide insight into emotional, intellectual, physical, cultural and lived experiences, encouraging them to reflect personally and challenging their assumptions about the nature of human experience.
	Podcast
Students will compose a podcast analysing how the comparative study of texts can reveal resonances and dissonances within and between texts. They discuss how authors are influenced by other texts, contexts and values, and how these shape meaning.
	Extended response and reflection
This assessment has 2 parts.
Part A – students will compose an imaginative or discursive text (800 to 900 words)
Part B – students will compose a reflection upon how the language forms and features of the model texts have informed their own writing (500 to 600 words).
	Trial HSC examination
Critical study of literature will be assessed through an extended response in the trial HSC examination.
This examination will consist of 2 written papers.
Paper 1 – Texts and human experiences will consist of 2 sections
Section 1: short- answer questions
Section 2: extended response
Paper 2 will consist of 3 sections
Section 1: Textual conversations
Section 2: Critical study of literature
Section 3: The craft of writing
