
One pen, one dice – rooms and features of the house
[bookmark: _Hlk164716630]This resource is for the teacher. It provides the content and instructions you need to share with students.
Instructions
Students work in pairs (or groups of 3, where necessary) to play this game. Students are given one dice and one pen to share, per group. Each student is also given their own copy of the list of sentences to translate. The goal of the game is to be the first student in the pair or group to complete the translations of the sentences on their answer sheet.
To select who goes first in each pair, students roll the dice. The student with the highest number begins translating their list. While their partner is translating their list, the other student(s) continues rolling the dice until they get a 6. When they get a 6, they say !دوري and their classmate must stop translating and hand over the pen. They translate the sentences on their own sheet until their partner rolls another 6, swapping roles again. Students switch roles every time one of them rolls a 6.
Encourage students to use Arabic to say ها هو القلم (‘Here is the pen’), دورك (m) and دوركِ (f) (‘Your turn’) and شكراً (‘Thank you’) for authentic language use in the game.
The first student to complete all translations calls out انتهيت. Check the translations are correct. If they are not correct, students keep playing.
Whoever is the first to correctly translate their list is the winner.
Students can translate from the target language to English, or vice versa.
