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Key information for the Latin Continuers Stage 6 Syllabus

+ The Latin Continuers Stage 6 course is a
2-year course designed for students who,
typically, will have studied Latin for 400-
500 hours at the completion of Year 12.

+ Schools and teachers use syllabuses to
develop educational programs for students.
The content of the Latin Continuers Stage 6
Syllabus is based upon original Latin texts
which students will be required to study in
order to develop skills in understanding the
language and in the analysis and evaluation
of Latin literature. Information about texts to
be studied can be found in section 8.3 of the
syllabus, including texts for the Preliminary
and HSC courses.

« There are prescribed texts for study in the
Latin Continuers Stage 6 course which rotate
regularly. Study of the prescribed HSC texts
may not begin before the completion of the
Year 11 course.

HSC examinations

+ The HSC Latin Continuers examination consists of
a written paper worth 100 marks.

+ Dictionary use is permitted in the examination.

+ The written paper will consist of 3 sections,
Section | -Prescribed Text: Prose (33 marks),
Section |l -Prescribed Text: Verse (33 marks) and
Section lll-Unseen Texts (34 marks).

+ Past HSC papers by NESA, are a useful resource
to help students to become familiar with the
examination format and structure. Past papers for
Latin Continuers can be found on NESA’s website.

+ The HSC Standards Materials provide a collection
of resources of sample responses typical of work
at the boundaries between HSC bands.

+ The Latin Continuers Stage 6 Syllabus has
3 objectives. Each objective has related
outcomes which summarise the associated
knowledge, understanding and skills that
students are expected to achieve at the end
of the course.

+ While there is no prescribed vocabulary list,
it is expected that students will be familiar
with the vocabulary contained in the
prescribed texts.

+ Students are expected to analyse and
recognise grammatical features and forms
which are included in the Latin Continuers
Stage 6 Syllabus.

+ The Assessment and reporting in Latin
Continuers Stage 6 webpage includes the
mandated course components and weightings
for Year 11 and Year 12. Also refer to this
document for assessment and reporting
updates.
