
How often? – interacting activities
Activity 1 – oral ping-pong
Working in pairs, you each have a different list of sentences. The sentences gradually become longer.
Take turns reading out each sentence to your partner. Your partner must repeat the sentence back to you accurately. Repeat the sentence if your partner makes an error so they can have another attempt.
Activity 2 – gap activity
You and your partner have the names of 12 people in a table. Included next to each name is either an image of an activity they do, or how often (in French) they do an unknown activity.
Work in pairs to find out which activity each person does and how often. The person who has the image of an activity goes first each time. For example:

Using the image above, the interaction would be as follows:
Student A: Alice joue du piano ?
Student B: Oui, Alice joue toujours du piano.
Student A then writes ‘always’ in the space provided in their table. Student B writes ‘plays piano’ in the space provided in their table. Continue until you have the details for all 12 people.
